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III. Entries  
3.1. Entry procedure 
The arrival date of the entry form in the secretariat is the 
deadline. If this application is sent by fax or email, the 
original must reach the organiser at the latest one week 
after the close of entries. 
Details concerning the co-driver can be sent in up to the 
start of administrative checks.          
3.2. Number of entries and cars 
3.2.1. The number of entrants is fixed at 30 cars. 
3.2.2. Organiser has right of selection drivers 
3.3. Entry fees 
No fee for foreign drivers.                   
Foreign drivers will only pay the insurace €100. 
3.4 Regulations and Conditions for participation 
3.4.1 Star Rally is demonstrational drive historic rally 
cars along super stages without timing.  
3.4.2 Either historic cars or their replicas can take part. 
The appearance of the car has to correspond fully with 
the contemporary original and to act as a representative 
of the history of motorsport. Only the originals of the cars 
produced later than in 1986 are allowed to take part. 
3.4.3 The cars have to be insured for road traffic. 
3.4.4 The crew will be supplied with not only with safety 
belts but also with protective helmets and fire-resistant 
overalls for security reasons at SS tracks. 
 
IV. Insurance  
4.1 Insurance coverage taken by the organiser  
The Organiser is covered for civil liability towards third 
parties by insurance coverage concluded between 
Gothaer Allgemeine Versicherung AG and Autoclub of 
Czech Republic No. 92.100.209200 on the amount of  
10.000.000,- CZK.  
4.2 Insurance coverage - competitors and crews 
4.2.1 This event is covered for closed routes for civil 
liability towards third parties for damages caused by 
competitors to health and assets towards third parties by 
insurance coverage number No. 92.100.209200 
concluded between Gothaer Allgemeine Versicherung 
AG and Autoclub of Czech Republic. 
4.2.2 All foreign competitors must present an 
international green card of the country of origin that is 
valid for Czech Republic. The insurance coverage for 
each foreign crew is 200 EUR for the rally (included in 
the entry fee) and must be paid by them.  
4.2.3 All drivers and co-drivers must present at 
administrative checks personal accident insurance 
(insurance policy number, insurance office address, 
covered sum and currency). The personal accident 
insurance of foreign drivers must include also the cover 
of costs for respective treatment in Czech Republic.  
4.3 Service and auxiliary vehicles 
The service vehicles, even those bearing special plates 
issued by the organiser, may never be considered as 
official participants in the rally. They are therefore not 
covered by the insurance policy of the rally and will 
remain the sole responsibility of their owners. 
4.4. Service is vorbidden in all places except selected 
service area in Zlín.

5.2. Starting numbers 
Starting numbers will be issued during the administrative 
check.  
 
VI. Tyres  
At all times during the event in Czech republic, the tread 
depth of the tyres fitted on the car, must not be less than 
1,6 mm.  
 

VII. Reconnaissance     
8.1. Reconnaissance registration   
Before the beginning of reconnaissance each crew 
announces a factory make and a registration plate 
number of its reconnaissance car. The crew receives 
identification for its car and a reconnaissance time 
card . Identification with starting number must be affixed 
in right upper part of the windscreen during 
reconnaissance at all the times. Any change of the car 
must be announced to the organiser in time. A 
reconnaissance time card must be over given to the 
organiser at the Stop after Recce of SSS 1. 
8.2. Reconnaissance Time Schedule  
SSS Zlin (2 laps only) 
23:45 - 24:00 (Thursday 21 August 2009) 
SS Zadverice, Halenkovice, Kudlovice (after leading car, 
only one passage) 
12:00 - 17:00 (Friday 22 August 2009 
8.3. Reconnaissance rules 
The crews are obliged to follow all reconnaissance rules 
specified in these supplementary regulations.  
8.3.1. Only series production cars must be used.  
8.3.2. Reconnaissance is restricted in 1 pass  in one 
same special stage. On the Spectators SSS Zlín it is 
allowed only 1 passage (2 laps). For this reason a 
reconnaissance time card will be distributed.  
8.3.3. The course of reconnaissance will also be 
checked by police and other officials nominated by the 
Clerk of the Course. Not respecting the Road Traffic 
Laws, mainly exceeding the maximum speed limit, also 
during the rally, will be checked by police in standard 
way and cash penalised.

IX. Scrutin eering, Marking and Sealing  
9.1. Scrutineering

9.2. Car lighting 
The cars must be equiped by functional lighting. Driving 
in SSS Zlín can be punished by exclussion from the 
rally. 
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X. Features of the Rally  
10.1 Start of the Rally 
On the official notice board (in given times according to  
Program) there will be published starting order for: 
- Ceremonial Start       
- Start to section 1 of Day 1  (TC 1) 
- Start to section 2 of Day 1   (TC 1B) 
10.2. Time cards change during the rally  
- 1A, 3A, 4A a 7A 
10.3. Starts of special stages will be given as follows: 
The start of the SS1 - Spectators´ Super Special Stage 
will be when the wave is given by the start marshal. 
Crews will drive 3 laps, after turn to Stop and withdraw 
the time card. 
The start to other special stages will be given by the 
same way.  
10.4. Early arrival 
Early arrival is permitted always only to the service park  
10.6. SSS 1 - Super Special Stage  
The crews will start according to the Starting list posted 
on the official notice board. 
Parc fermé will not be organized before the start at TC 1. 
The crews will arrive to the starting area according to the 
detailed map in the road book in sufficient time before 
their start. SSS 1 will be organized with details given in 
rally time schedule, in the road book and in the time 
card.  
 
XI. Drive on route  
11.1 Crews 
The crew of each rally car has two members - driver and 
co-driver. Both members may change themselves in 
driving but they have to own a driving licence.  
11.2 Described road 
Crews have to pass all controls on the road in the 
correct order and direction according to the road book. 
Crews have to follow the instructions of Chiefs of 
Controls and Road Marshalls during all road controls 
and SSs. 
11.3 Time schedule 
Scheduled times between TCs and set intervals between 
rally cars may be any time changed by the Clerk of the 
Course´s. Chief of controll will inform the driver about 
potential changes. 
11.4 Special stages 
Cars pass the SSs without time measuring , the start is 
symbolical, the finish is fly and cars have to stop at the 
Stop stage to confirm their passing. Crews have to keep 
all safety and ethical rules. 
11.5. Exclussion 
The Clerk of the Course can exclude any driver if h e 
considers that his driving is not in the mean of th e 
safety. 
 
 

XII. Classifications and Prizes  
11.1.1. Classification:  
- overall classification of Star Rally 
11.1.2. Results will be based on the spectators during 
the rally by SMS mesages. 
11.2. Prize-giving

XIII. Safety directions and information  
 
The duty to keep all rules concerning safety and written 
in sport rules supplementary regulations is reminded to 
all crews.  
13.1 Instructions on open road   
By accident on open road keep the valid transport 
regulations and inform the rally control about the 
accident.  
13.2 When you stop during SS 
If you stop or if you have an accident, a red reflex 
triangle have to be placed at least 50 m behind the car - 
also if it is out of the road. 
13. 3 Instructions in case of an accident on SS 
13.3.1 In case of an accident without any injuries a 
green symbol "OK" must be shown to next rally cars. 
The symbol "OK" have to be placed easy to see when 
you leave the rally car. 
13.3.2. If you have an accident and medical care is 
needed, you must, if it possible, show the red symbol 
"SOS" to next rally cars. 
13.4 Instructions for crews coming to a serious accident 
- to give the first aid 
- to call safety service 
13.4.1 The crew that sees the red symbol "SOS" or a 
seriously crashed rally car without the red symbol "SOS" 
with crew inside is obliged to stop, get information and 
give first aid. 
13.4.2 The second rally car stops, checks the situations 
and informs a next radio point. 
13.4.3 The other rally cars stop as well and leave road 
so that emergency rally cars could pass and they 
unconditionally keep instructions of road and safety 
marshalls.  
13.5 Yellow flag 
If the yellow flag is displayed at a radio point or safety 
point on SS, driver has to speed down immediately (till 
the finish of SS) and follow instructions of marshalls on 
the road. 
13.6 Quit or crash 
If you quit, inform rally control as soon as possible and 
give a time card to the nearest check point.
