Presentation: 16 August 2019 from 12 a.m. to 3:15 p.m. in Zlín, park near the Zlín castle. The 

distribution of the start numbers will be closed 1 hour before the start of the race. 
 
Categories: Men - individuals or teams      
 Women - individuals or teams     
 Children (from 12 to 18 let) - individuals or teams 

The number of the circuit will not be limited. The route closes at 5:15 p.m., from 5 p.m. 
bikers leave the circuit. The competitors can use any type of bicycle including electro-
bikes or tandems. 

 
Route: City stage circuit Barum Czech Rally Zlín, start and finish in Bartošova street, then 

streets Gahurova, Desátá, J. A. Bati, Dvacátá, bus station, Trávník, Gahurova, Výletní, 
Benešovo nábřeží, Vodní. The length of one single lap is 3 km.  

 
Classifications: The race is not measured on time however there will be classified following categories: 

- The most original dress in respect of 100 years anniversary of Czech and Slovakia 
- The most original bicycle  
- The biggest team 

 
Regulations:  The race is run in compliance with this schedule. All competitors enter the race on their 

own risk and responsibility and with sending the entry form they agree and accept 
these conditions. The competitors are obliged to follow instructions from the organizers 
police and jury. The competitors are obliged to wear a helmet during the race. 
Children from 12 to 18 years of age are obliged to show to the organizers the 
permission from their legal representatives at the presentation. The organizers don’t 
take any responsibility for any damages or injuries caused by or to the competitors. 
The organizers reserve their rights changes to this schedule which occur due to force 
majeure.  

 
Prizes: Each competitor gets small material and commemorative gifts. 
 Cups and other prizes will be awarded to the three best competitors in each category. 

Selected prizes can be won in raffle during the event. 
 
Others: The organizers will in the race centre prepare refreshment (partially for cash), dress 

changing rooms, toilets, medical service on the route and fenced parking for bicycles
